Our children have coped extremely well with the restrictions 

which have impacted their lives both at school and at home and 

they should feel very proud of themselves.  

At school, we have been aware of the impact that being in a 

ôbubbleõ has had on the childrenõs friendships and social 

interactions  this year. Next half term, we will be finalising our 

transition plans to support the children as they move into their 

new year groups in September. We have decided that we will be 

ôshufflingõ the children to create three new class lists for each 

year group.  

In order to involve the children with these changes, we are asking 

for their help (with your assistance) to complete a friendship 

survey. 

The survey will ask the children two questions:  

1. Who do you t hink you will work well with in class (please 

include their full name)  

2. Is there anyone who you think you wouldn't work well with 

in class (please include their full name)  

The children will be able to choose children from across the three 

classes in their y ear group. We will ensure that children are with 

at least one of the friends who they have identified on their list. 

They may not be with everyone, as we need to have a balance of 

boys/girls and academic abilities in each class.  

If your child is able to co mplete the survey with you before 

Tuesday 8 th  June, that would be very helpful for the teachers 

when they start to complete the new class lists. If you are not 

able to complete it, we will find time to support the children after 

the half - term holiday.  

Children in Year 6 will not need to complete the survey as 

secondary schools have different ways of organising their 

transition.
